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Credit Load

6) and Visiting student visa(D-2-8) before arrival, which can be applied for and obtained at your country's
nearest Korean Embassy or Consulate. Link

¢+ When applying, students must submit the “Certificate of Admission”, which will be officially issued by
Incheon National University.

¢+ Please consult your local Korean Embassy regarding other required documents for your visa application.

¢+ Check the e-Government website for Foreigners.

Residency Card Registration
*  You will receive more information about the process at the International Students Orientation.

¢+ The International office will accompany you to the Immigration office for a Residency Card.
¢+ Within 90 days of your arrival in Korea, you must go to the Immigration Office to register and get a
Certificate of Residency Card, regardless of your visa type.

(After arriving in Korea, you must not leave Korea before a Residency Card is issued.)

Health Insurance
All international students will be automatically enrolled in the National Health Insurance.

(Average Monthly Insurance Fee (for 2024): Approx. 75,000 KRW.) Those who enter Korea for the first time will
be enrolled from the date of alien registration. Before that, your international health insurance should cover all
medical costs. Students have to subscribe in advance to personal insurance valid for 2 to 3 months from the
moment of arrival to Korea. The students will be responsible for addressing their health or personal travel needs
before NHIS enrollment.
